Workshop Overview 

 

This is a workshop to help you understand 
process and to gain insights that you can apply 
to your own paintings. You will not need 
advanced drawing skills. The workshop will 
emphasize the process of starting a painting.  
Vivid and instructive examples will be 
demonstrated with oils and watercolors as 
Crisswell shares ideas, approaches, thoughts 
and techniques: 
 

 Laying down the background 

 Washes 

 Creating atmosphere 

 Transferring ideas to painting 
 

There will be a combination of gallery 
discussion (questions & answers) and an up-
close viewing of how Crisswell works. The 
workshop participants* are welcome to bring 
watercolor supplies and follow along in some of 
the demonstrations as Crisswell shows and 
discusses what he is thinking, seeing and doing 
as he begins a painting.
